As we enter a new year and time of transition in our church family, what 
has the Lord spoken to us as a Body? WE have a mission, a 
methodology, and a set of values.  Today, let’s remember the mission: 

“Open a Fountain of My Healing Power in this Place” 

1) February 22, 2004. We started. A faith operation. 

a) A fountain: where water flows out to where people can get it. 

b) This Place: Tucson  

2) Why us?  What do we have that suits us for that assignment? 

a) We believe that God wants to restore the whole man, spirit, soul, 

and body. 3 John 2 / 1 Thessalonians 5:23  

b) Acts 10:38 + Acts 1:8 Gives us a glimmer of what is possible, 

and we believe it! 

c) He does it through us: John 14:12  "Most assuredly, I say to you, 

he who believes in Me, the works that I do he will do also; and 

greater works than these he will do, because I go to My Father. 

d) Two thrusts: 

i) Inside: Building an atmosphere where those in need of 

healing can come and get in the pool.  

ii) Outside: Taking the revival to the marketplace, the home, 

and the halls of government. It is a WE thing!  

3) Movement along the way:  

a) 2004: “Mega-church? NO: mega-people being a mega-force in 

the mega-community!” 

b) 2005-2012: Building and going. Huachuca!.  FMTI / Jails / GRM  

/ Mexico / Panama,… 

c) 2013: Year of Obedience – “go look at that building again” 

d) 2014: Move to the Mountain: “a headquarters, not a cathedral.” 

e) Many Prophecies 

i) Jen Tringale:  “This church will not be known for its seating 

capacity, but for its sending capacity.”  

ii) Pat H. “The fountain of God's healing power involves spirit, 

soul, and body."  "I believe your vision will change millions of 

people's lives.”  “Just because we’ve come to this building 

doesn’t mean the vision has stopped and it’s over.  It just 

means we’re keepin’ goin’.  It’s gonna expand, folks.  And in 

that expansion you’ve gotta stay together.  You’ve got to 

learn how to administrate the things of God.” 

4) Together: It’s a WE thing  

a) The Lord spoke to Moses about His plan & commissioned him 
with his part to play. Exodus 3:8-10 

i) The Lord speaks to us about His plans, but the plans aren’t 
all about you 

ii) The Lord will invite us to participate and give us our 
assignment in that plan. 

iii) His plans are bigger than just us. One person can’t do 
everything alone.  Moses had help.  

iv) His mission is important and make a difference. 

b) FCFTucson  

i) The Lord continues to speak to us about His plans for us in 

our community and beyond. 

ii) He’s been preparing us to participate in a greater way in His 

works in Tucson and through our local church.
